Colorado Kids 1st License Plate – Contribution Agreement

The Rocky Mountain Research and Prevention Institute (RMRPI) is a Colorado nonprofit corporation that is exempt from federal taxation under 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code. Consistent with its charitable mission, RMRPI enables other charitable organizations to receive contributions for health promotion and injury prevention projects for the benefit of children in the Rocky Mountain region.

The Colorado Kids 1st License Plate is an initiative of RMRPI designed to raise funds and awareness for childhood health promotion and injury prevention activities in the State of Colorado. Through arrangements with other charitable organizations, the Colorado Kids 1st License Plate will be distributed throughout Colorado and funds will be used to support community programs.  RMRPI’s Colorado Kids 1st License Plate initiative has two mechanisms for contributing funds to other charitable organizations:  Direct contributions and grants.

Through this Contribution Agreement, the undersigned organization requests registration with RMRPI and if approved for registration, agrees to the following:

Direct contributions to charitable organizations:
Registration:  To register with RMRPI, the organization must (i) be a nonprofit entity in good standing in the State of Colorado that is exempt from federal taxation under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, (ii) agree to use any contributions from the Colorado Kids 1st License Plate initiative solely for charitable purposes relating to childhood health promotion and injury prevention in the State of Colorado, and (iii) be approved by the RMRPI Board of Directors, in its sole discretion.  Registration may be requested through submission of the attached Request for Registration form. RMRPI may revoke registration at any time, with or without cause, and immediately upon a registered organization’s loss of its tax exemption or breach of this Contribution Agreement.

Contributions:  To be eligible to receive contributions, a charitable organization registered with RMRPI must facilitate a minimum of 5 Colorado Kids 1st License Plate certificate donations referred by their organization to begin receiving funds.  All donations must be made out to Colorado Kids 1st or the Rocky Mountain Research and Prevention Institute (RMRPI).  RMRPI will donate the entire $30 donation for each Colorado Kids 1st License Plate donation actually received once the organization has met the minimum threshold.  RMRPI’s contributions will be dispersed in the form of a check from RMRPI or Colorado Kids 1st to the registered organization no later than 10 days following the quarterly RMRPI Board meeting.
